e are all saddened and grieved 
over the senseless killing of the 
two ladies in Rocky Mount who 
were preparing meals for needy 

people when they were attacked in a church 
kitchen. Such things remind us again that we live 
in an uncertain and at times violent world where 
innocent people are harmed.  While we donõt 
want to overreact because of situations like this, 
we do need to take  matters of security        
seriously. 

 
As you know, we installed a buzzer system and 
video camera in the office area during the     
remodeling.  The office staff has been instructed 
not to open the door unless visitors can identify 
themselves adequately.  We are grateful for your 
cooperation in this effort to keep our people 
safe. 

 
At the same time we have policies for locking 
doors as much as possible to keep uninvited 
persons from just wandering in the building.  
And we have our own security team who    
patrols the parking lot and secures the buildings 
on Sunday and Wednesday nights. 

 
The Leadership Team will discuss what further 
steps we may need to consider in order to  
provide even more protection for our people 
when they are at church.  We will keep you 
posted on new developments. 

 
In the meantime, let us not give into a spirit of 
fear. But at the same time, let us be wise to  
provide reasonable security for ourselves at 
home, in our cars, and yes, even at church.
